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Backup Power

The cabin is equipped with gasoline powered geaesdhat can provide backup power
to the entire cabin during periods when the powenit and the utility company is
making repairs to the power lines.

The generators can produce 7,000 watts of powdr @at4,000 watts total
Energy consumption in the cabin should be reducedrinimum when using
the generators as the power supply is limited

These generators allow you to keep the essentiatsig like the well pump
for water, the septic system pump, the water hetiterrefrigerators, and
things like lights and the TV.

On a full tank of gas each generator can last aBdwurs using its full power
The generators have an interlock system that pte\eih the main power
and the generator power from being supplied aséime time, insuring your
safety, the safety of people working on the powerd, and the safety of the
cabin wiring and breakers.

Completely follow the instructions below for turgithe system on and off.

You will need to periodically check to see if thaimpower has been
repaired,

This cabin is supplied by well water. The wates baen tested for quality. There is no
problem in drinking the tap water. The water sodiltered by a whole house filter and
passes through a water softener. Further the Wweecomes out of the refrigerator is
filtered by an additional filter (for both ice amditer). _Power isequired for the water to
be supplied to the house

Sinks / Toilets

The cabin uses a septic system for waste wateosidp Please do not throw food down
the sinks. There is no garbage disposal. Ingtésase throw food in the garbage. Try to
eliminate solid objects from going into the drains.

Garbage

Garbage must be removed from the cabin by our gudstthe intersection of highway
24 and our private road Wilderness Way there iaraage shed. All garbage should be
placed in large black plastics garbage bags (pealid the laundry room) and placed
inside the garbage shed. This is then picked upubygarbage service. PLEASE make
sure to close the door of the shed completely éwgat animals from getting inside. DO
NOT ever leave garbage outside the shed.

Summer Time Heat

The other remote is in the room and can be movaghd. Please do not remove the
remote from the room. Only the remote in that ramithwork for that room.

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Winter Heating

The cabin is equipped with Radiant Floor Heathlanéntire lower level and the
entire first floor for all heating needs.

First Floor

Zone 2 — Entertainment Room and Hall. Control tlapin entertainment room.
Zone 3 — Garage (Off limits to guests)

The temperature in the above zones can be comtrioyiehe thermostat, like the one
pictured above. Simply press the up and down alattons. There are several things to
note. Because the system is in floor heat it bellslow to respond to temperature change
requests, the system is designed to provide aawminsven heat, so please be patient
when changing the temperature. If necessary youapan the doors for a bit to cool off
the temperature.

If in extreme cold temperatures the floor heatexystioes not catch up. Please use the
electric space heaters located in the closet d¢f badroom and use the fireplaces.

Air Exchange System

Blue Heron has an air exchange system (pictureml\)ehat allows for constant
circulation of fresh air in the house and for defdification of the air. In some rooms
the air is sucked out of the room and in other redresh air is placed into the room.
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The air exchange system is controlled by the copiotured below located in the hall
across from the main floor bathroom. Simply setdial to the desired humidity.

In the lower level bathroom there also is a corfsokhe air exchange system. Press the
“Push” button to change the indicator light to “Retaximum, “Yellow” minimum, or
“Green” intermittent. It is recommended that wiyeni take a shower, bath, or sauna in
this bathroom that you turn on this control. Taofrthe control when finished by pressing
the push button until the indicator light is off.

The main floor and second floor bathrooms have faasdirectly vent to the outside.
These should be used when the bath or showeusen

Telephone

Our telephone system is a slightly complex syst&hnone lines do not run directly to our
property.

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Wireless Internet / Multifunction — Printer/Fax/Copier

A. The cabin has a wireless network. This netwsank handle 802.1B, and G
connections. This is basically most wireless cards

B. There is no login or password to access thelegsenetwork. There are several
wireless routers in the house. Simply allow yoandcto find the access point and then
you can connect to the network. The router BlueHkrain is located in the loft and
serves the second floor, the main floor, and sohtleeodeck. The router
BlueHeronBasement is located in the basement andssthe lower level and some of
the deck. You may see other wireless networksitlisitecommended that you do not
connect to them (even though they are ours) bedhegehave very weak signals.

C. Make sure your card allows your IP address tadsggned by DHCP.

D. Our internet service is on a tiered bandwidttviee. During non peak times you can
experience connections of 4 Mbits / 4Mbits. Hoerwuring peak time the bandwidth
can be reduced down to 256K. This is not usual.

Cuisinart Coffee Maker (Grind and Brew)

MAKING COFFEE WITH WHOLE BEANS

Before you make the first pot of coffee in your new Cuisinarte Fully Automatic Burr Grind & Brew™ Thermal
Coffeemaker, we recommend operating the coffeemaker once, using only water and a paper filter. This will
remove any dust or residues which will remain in the system from the manufacturing process. Note: Allow
the grinder to grind free of beans for this process.

1. Fill the Water Reservoir Open the reservoir lid. Pour the desired amount of water in the reservoir
using the water level window indicator. Close the reservoir lid. Note: Do not exceed the 12-cup line.
Doing so may cause the carafe to overflow.
2. Add Beans Lift the hopper lid, using the recess on either side. Fill the hopper with beans. We
recommend keeping the hopper at least halfway full. Be sure that you have a sufficient amount of beans
in your hopper for the amount of coffee you intend to brew (maximum capacity is % Ib. Do not over-pack
the hopper. Over-packing may result in jamming the grinder.)
For easy filling, the hopper container can be taken out by turning the hopper container release knob to the
unlock position.

Note: Do not put any water in the unit once the hopper container has been removed. If water gets into the
grinder motor, the motor may become damaged and may malfunction.

Put hopper lid back in place.

3. Lock Hopper If you have removed the hopper from the unit, be sure that the hopper container
release knob is in the unlocked position and place the hopper container back in the unit.

Turn the knob to locked position.

This unit is equipped with a safety interlock system. The unit will not grind if the hopper container is not in
place. If you try to turn on the unit for grinding with the hopper out of place, the unit will beep
continuously until the missing part is installed.

The brewing process can be restarted by pressing the On button. Restarting the process will not affect
coffee results.
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4. Insert Coffee Filter Open filter door by pressing filter basket door release button. Remove filter basket
cover and place a #4 basket paper filter or Cuisinart’s commercial style permanent filter in the basket.

Note: When using our permanent filter, be sure that the handle is positioned toward the front of the unit. If
you do not, the handle may interfere with the flow of coffee into the filter basket.

Also note: Using our permanent gold-tone filter will allow some fine coffee grounds to fall into the carafe.

When using a paper filter, be sure that the filter is completely open while touching the side walls and bottom
of the basket.

Put filter basket cover in place. Close filter door. (You will hear a click if the door is properly shut.)

The unit is equipped with a safety interlock system. The unit will not operate if the filter basket cover or filter
basket are not in place or if the filter door is not closed. If you try to turn the unit on while the filter
compartment is out of place, the unit will beep continuously until the missing part(s) are installed.

Before Brewing Coffee  Remove thermal carafe lid by turning in the direction of the “unlock” arrow. Prewarm
carafe by rinsing it out with hot water. PREWARMING THE CARAFE WILL HELP KEEP THE COFFEE
HOTTER.

Return the carafe lid to the carafe. To lock the lid, turn in the direction of the lock arrow until it fits tightly on
carafe and arrow lines up in the center of the pour spout. This ensures that the lid is closed and in the proper
position for brewing and pouring.

Make sure you have replaced the thermal carafe in it's position on the resting plate and closed the top cover.
5. Brewing
A. Immediate Grinding and Brewing

1. Turn the Grind Control Knob to set the number of cups you want to brew. The coffeemaker will grind
the corresponding amount of beans. The unit will automatically adjust for low cup settings.

2. Press the Strength Control button to set coffee strength. Mild, Medor Strongwill show on the LCD
display.
3. Press the On button. The indicator will light and the process will begin.

B. Programmed Brewing Press the Program button. The indicator will light and the display will show
the programmed time for as long as the button is depressed. The display reverts back to time of day
once the button is released. (To set the programmed time, see Programming Your Coffeemaker on
page 8.)

1. Turn the Grind Control knob to set the number of cups you want to brew. The coffeemaker will grind
the corresponding amount of beans. The unit will automatically adjust for low cup settings.

2. Press the Strength Control button to set coffee strength. Mild, Medor Strongwill show on the LCD
display.
3. The coffeemaker will begin brewing at the programmed time.

6. During and After Brewing The Brew Pause™ feature allows you to remove the carafe from the
resting plate during mid-brew. The brewing process does not stop during this period; only the flow of
coffee from the basket stops. Do not remove the carafe for longer than 20 seconds or the coffee may
overflow the basket. While we offer this feature, we do not recommend that you pour coffee before the
cycle has reached completion, since the coffee brewed at the beginning of the cycle has a flavor profile
which is very different from the coffee made at the end of the cycle. Removing a cup during the brewing
cycle will alter the flavor of the finished pot.

When the brewing cycle is completed, five beeps will sound. Coffee will continue to stream from the filter for
several seconds. After brewing, the unit will automatically shut itself off. The thermal carafe will keep the
coffee hot for hours.

Bottom of thermal carafe is hot to touch for severa | minutes after brewing. Use caution.

MAKING COFFEE WITH PRE-GROUND BEANS

Before you make the first pot of coffee in your new Cuisinarte Fully Automatic Burr Grind & Brew™ Thermal
Coffeemaker, we recommend operating the coffeemaker once, using only water and a paper filter. This will
remove any dust or residues that remain in the system from the manufacturing process.

1. Fill the Water Reservoir Open the reservoir lid. Pour the desired amount of water in the reservoir using
the water level window indicator. Close the reservoir lid. Note: Do not exceed the 12-cup line. Doing so
may cause the carafe to overflow.
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2. Add Coffee Grounds a. Open filter door. Add ground coffee to our permanent or #4 paper filter. Our
recipe suggestion: Use 1 level scoop of ground coffee per cup. Adjust the amount according to your
individual taste.

b. Place filter basket lid in place. Close filter door.

NOTE: The maximum capacity for ground coffee is 16 level scoops, using either a paper or permanent filter.
Exceeding that amount may cause overflow if the coffee is too finely ground.

3. Brewing

A. Immediate Grinding and Brewing

1. Press the Grind Off button. When this function is activated, an amber LED will be illuminated.
2. Press the On button. The indicator will light and the process will begin.

B. Programmed Brewing Press the Program button. The indicator will light and the display will show the
programmed time for as long as the button is depressed. The display reverts back to time of day once
the button is released.

Making Coffee

Putting in the ground coffee

1.Swing out the filter holder (3) and insert a paper filter in the filter basket. We recommend using KRUPS size 4.
When inserting a paper filter make sure the seam is pointing toward the base of the filter holder (4). Use your
hands to conform the filter to the contours of the filter basket. This will enable you to achieve better results.

2.Put ground coffee into the filter basket (5). We suggest using one level KRUPS measuring spoon of ground
coffee for each cup of robust brewed coffee. You can adjust the quantity to suit your own taste. We do not
recommend using coffee that is ground to a powder-like consistency, as this will prevent water from passing
through the filter.

3.Close the filter and make sure that it is completely closed (6).
ATTENTION : Make sure that the filter paper does not fold over when closing the swivel filter, otherwise the water
might run between the filter paper and the filter holder producing a very weak cup of coffee.

Filling the Water Chamber

1.0pen the hinged lid (7). Pour in the desired quantity of water (8) and close the lid. The amount of freshly brewed
coffee delivered after the brewing process will always be slightly less than the amount put into the water chamber.
This is due to the minimal absorption of the water by the ground coffee. The water levels on drip carafe and
appliance do take this absorption in account for more convenience.

2.Place the glass carafe with lid in position on the warming plate.

3.Turn « ON » your appliance in drip coffee mode using the selector knob (S). The indicator light will illuminate
indicating that the brewing process has begun (9).

4.As long as the blue indicator light is illuminated the coffee will be kept warm.

Making espresso
1.Place your appliance near an electrical outlet and release enough cord so that you can plug in the machine (2).

2.Place the filter basket (e8) into the filter holder (€9) and rotate basket inside filter holder to secure it (11).

3.Fill with ground espresso. The filter basket is marked on the inside for 2 and 4 cups. Pack the coffee lightly and
clear any excess coffee from the rim of the filter holder. This will assure proper fit to the brewing head (12).
ATTENTION ! Do not pack coffee too tightly. Do not fill more coffee than indicated by the four-cup marki ng
into the filter basket. This might cause clogging o r overflow.

4.To insert the filter holder, place the filter handle’s to the left, raise the filter holder up into brewing head and turn
the filter holder to the right, until it can go no further. If the filter holder's handle does not point toward you in lock
position, do not operate the machine. Rather, remove the filter holder and reinsert it as described above (13).

By following this procedure this will prevent the f ilter holder from being dislodged as pressure builds up
during the brewing process.

5.0pen the hinged lid and unscrew the boiler cap by turning it counterclockwise (14+15).

6.Fill the boiler container with cold water using the marking indicated on the glass carafe (16).

CAUTION Never fill the boiler while your appliance is switched on. Never fill more than 20 oz of water into
the boiler.

The glass carafe has markings for 2 and 4 cups. To froth milk for Cappuccino preparation, add

the quantity of water corresponding to the steam level marking on the carafe.

Maximum capacity to the bottom of the metal band around the glass carafe = 4 cups of

espresso, plus steam for frothing milk for cappuccino.

CAUTION Never fill the carafe above the bottom of th e metal band!

NOTE

It is very important to fill only the amount of water you need into the boiler. Your appliance will always need to
process all the water until the boiler is empty.

8.Place carafe under the filter holder and make sure the slot on carafe lid is right below the filter holder output (18).
ATTENTION : Make sure the overflow grid (e7) isin  place.

11. Do not unscrew the boiler cap while the machine is in operation. Wait until brewing cycle is complet ed
and all water and steam have been used (see CAUTION- PRESSURE).

CAUTION Use caution when removing the filter holder, as the metal parts may still be hot. After switching

off the appliance it is recommended to wait about 2 mi nutes before removing the filter holder. To remove

the filter holder, turn the filter to the left, unt il the holder dislodges from the machine.

Making Cappuccino
If the Cappuccino nozzle is not attached, attach it now (20).

1.Pour 4 to 6 oz of fresh, cold milk into a small pitcher. Do not use a pitcher cleaned with hot water and still warm.
The pitcher should fit underneath the cappuccino nozzle. We recommend using 2% or skim for a stiff, dense froth.
Use regular whole milk if you prefer a creamy froth.

2.Follow the directions from step 1 to 12 in section « Making Espresso ».

3.As soon as the first few drops of coffee are forced through the filter holder you can start frothing the milk.
Place the tip of the steam nozzle half way into the pitcher of milk.

4a) Turn the steam release knob (e2) counterclockwise to release steam(21).

b) Keep pitcher slightly tilted so that you can always see the position of the nozzle as you froth the milk.

Always ensure some clearance between the cappuccino nozzle end and bottom wall of the pitcher, to allow steam
exhaust. In just a few seconds, your milk will begin to froth. As the froth rises, keep lowering the pitcher so that the
tip of the steam nozzle is always just slightly beneath the surface of the rising froth.

Note : Do not bring milk to a boil (this will happen if large bubbles start to form on the surface of the milk).

¢) When you have finished frothing milk, close the steam release knob by turning it clockwise while the nozzle is
still immersed in the milk. This will avoid splattering of the hot milk and froth.

d) If you prefer «stiff» froth, let the frothed milk stand for a minute.
